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“In the beginning there was the earth around which the spirits 

roamed.  Some spirits became trees, plants and stones.  

Others became birds, animals and fish and together they 

created the living earth and the oceans.  Then to complete 

their work they created the Noongar.  The Noongar were given 

the role of caring for the Boodja (land), just as we care for our 

mothers, for the land is the sustainer of life and the keeper of 

the spirit of nature.  The spirit of Nature can be seen in all its 

glory around the Kwoorabup and the Nullaki.”
