Specialized accounts of experiences in the visual arts field are as follows:

I promote and advocate the visual arts through my work as the sole proprietor of

“Locher The Artist; artworks”, which has been in business since 2001.

In my business I am an artist that works on commissions.  I also create multi-media genre pieces for sale and promote the artwork in my community through art shows at local galleries. Not only do I have shows, I support my fellow artists by attending their shows as well. I also have done works for charity and donated several of my own work to charity auctions.

I advertise my work on my self-designed website, www.lochertheartist1.bravehost.com, and also carry my business cards and hand them out to anyone who expresses an interest in the visual arts.

I am  a certified Kindergarten through 12th grade art teacher, and have promoted the visual arts by advocating arts in schools whether its through after school programs in which I have taught the visual arts, or in summer fine arts camp where I have taught middle school and high school sessions several times. I also worked for 2 yrs at the Art Education Dept at Wayne State University as a student intern- this job entailed a great deal of organization and coordination between the professors and students to make sure the classes had what they needed as far as art materials and other things that the professors needed to run their classes. I also promoted the art education dept by coordinating the 2003 Student art show. I also ran the show during the time it was open. I wrote several articles for the Art Ed newspaper, about the Peace event, which I also participated in as an art teacher, and I interviewed art professors and did articles about art events that would pique the interest of art students as well as other students at the university.

I have also recently completed all of the requirements for a Masters of the Arts degree in Interdisciplinary Humanities. This degree was awarded in May of 2008.

In addition to my work and experiences in the visual arts, I have been a consistent volunteer presence at the local Urban Indian Health Center here in Detroit Michigan as well as a local elementary school which is also located here in my community. I have volunteered several times in the past at events at both places, and was also a teen counselor at the Indian health center at the teen summer camp of 2006. I have learned a great deal about Native Americans through association with the people at the center and the people in my community.

In closing I would like to say that I am a passionate advocate of all things humans have done and continue to do especially the visual arts, whether it was in the past, going on now or will happen in the future. We must strive to promote the humanities, for wherever we go…. there we are.
